25.056 Matters Arising from the Minutes
The water leak issue at Moorhouse has still not been repaired. As this has dragged on for so long, it was agreed to contact Cumbria Highways asking if they would like Woodside Parish Council to arrange for it to be fixed, and send the bill to Cumberland Council. There is presently no way of walking through without getting wet feet. It will be more dangerous with frost and ice. The vacancy on the Council still needs to be filled. A new gov.uk domain and website are presently under construction by TEEC Ltd.

25.057 Cumberland Councillor’s Report
Cllr Lynch sent an e-mail prior to the meeting. Further discussions have taken place regarding a speed indicator device for Oulton. This is progressing well.
